	MG: 

· Presented his work on hybrid-switched voice/data integration.


JC: 

· Hot spot area.
The tool currently under development is not designed with hotspot areas in mind, whether they can be effectively simulated using this version is unknown. The explicit consideration of hot spot area mobility modeling is future work, version 2.0, etc.
· Existing work in traffic modeling.
Models exists that are quite sophisticated, however none are freely available to the research community.  The tools that exist are commercial and expensive.
· Modeling validation.
The software tool will include a method for taking user density snapshots that can be visually compared to the layout of the modeled world.  These can de used to perform some qualitative analysis.  Any other validation technique suggestions are welcome.
· RF topology.
Since the current model does not include a network, the RF topology doesn’t make much sense in this context.  The main problem with the RF topology is that we do not currently have knowledge of how to simulate it properly.  It’s insufficient to think of hexagons and coverage/no coverage at this point, but what is the magic function that gives us the signal strength at a location x?   This is what the focus of RF topology discussions should be. In any case, this is more a topic for the simulator than the mobility model.
